Following the launch of the Diamond 10.1 standmount speaker,
Wharfedale unveils its most extensive Diamond line-up ever

Wharfedale continues the evolution of its famous Diamond speaker line with the
introduction of the all-new Diamond 10 Series. The Diamond 10.1 — the latest
generation of the classic Diamond ‘bookshelf’ speaker unveiled last month - is to be
joined by an extensive new line-up, including two further standmount speakers, five
floorstanders, three centre speakers, two dedicated surround speakers and three

active subwoofers (see p4 of this press release for a summary of the entire range).

For Wharfedale, the challenge was to build upon the exceptional heritage of its Diamond
brand — the classic entry-point to true high-fidelity sound for over 30 years. The previous
generation, the Diamond 9 Series, earned dozens of awards around the globe for the

exceptional sonic value of its speakers; the Diamond 10 Series simply had to be better.
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Wharfedale Diamond 10 Series: Better by Design

To meet the challenge, Wharfedale’s engineers have made a number of significant, range-
wide improvements encompassing all elements of the speakers’ construction, including the
cabinets, drive units and crossover components. Each speaker in the range has been
voiced with painstaking precision, following extensive lab and listening tests led by Peter

Comeau, Wharfedale’s highly respected Director of Acoustic Design.

Improvements across the Diamond 10 Series include:

* Stronger cabinet walls
The concept of curved cabinet walls, for strength and the reduction of internal
standing waves, has been retained from the Diamond 9 Series. However, these
walls have been strengthened through a superior method of panel bonding and
curving, increasing rigidity and, aided by internal bracing, reducing the audible

effects of panel resonance.

* Composite front baffle panel
Each speaker’s front baffle features a composite panel structure with a piano-black
finish. This new section contributes to the range’s smart new look and, most
importantly, to the improved sound quality, as it reduces the effects of vibration and

provides a stable platform for the drive units.

* Improvements to the main drive units
To make the most of the stronger cabinets, the bass and mid/bass drive unit chassis
have been enhanced by a massive flange that is secured with six screws, thus
improving stability. A diamond pattern has also been moulded into the surround of
the Kevlar cones; this is more than just cosmetic as the pattern reduces and damps
standing waves in the surround, yielding a cleaner high-frequency acoustic roll-off
and enhancing the ability of the bass and mid/bass drive units to work as a cohesive

whole with the tweeter.

* Upgraded crossovers
Crossover networks have been extensively upgraded, with clean-sheet circuit
designs ensuring superb drive unit integration and a smooth response throughout
the range. High-grade components are used throughout, including high-quality

silicon iron and air core inductors.
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*  New midrange dome
A new 50mm midrange dome has been specially developed for the Diamond 10.5
and 10.7 floorstanding speakers, plus the 10.CM top-of-the-range centre speaker.
This wide bandwidth soft-dome driver reduces the load on the bass and treble drive
units and integrates with them seamlessly, delivering sonic benefits that include
enhanced stereo imaging across a wide listening stage. Like the tweeter, the

midrange dome is positioned beneath a metal diffusion grid.

* Rear-firing twin reflex ports
The speakers’ twin reflex ports have been moved to the rear, to reduce the effects of
audible distortion. These ports extend the bass to below 45Hz, contributing to an

impressive sense of sonic scale.

*  Tweeter diffuser
Over each speaker’s soft-dome tweeter is a metal diffusion grid which, as well as
protecting the dome when the speaker is being used without its grille, also irons out
high-frequency perturbations right up to 30kHz, delivering a smoother response and

crystal-clear treble detailing.

* Enhanced front grille with ‘invisible’ fixing
The front grilles have been improved to ensure they have no adverse effect on
performance. In addition, they are now affixed without pegs, thereby eschewing the

need for unsightly holes in the speakers’ front baffles.

Established Diamond attributes are retained throughout the range, including high-purity

copper internal wiring and sturdy bi-wire cable blocks with conveniently offset terminals.

Commenting on the development of the Wharfedale Diamond 10 Series, Peter Comeau,

Wharfedale’s Director of Acoustic Design, said:

“It was 1981 and | was walking through a hi-fi exhibition, only to spot an unassuming little
box with ‘Wharfedale’ emblazoned on its front. It was the first Diamond loudspeaker, it

sounded bigger and better than it had any right to, and it took the market by storm.

“Many years later, | am proud to introduce the latest iteration of the Diamond series.
Diamond 10 models stay true to their original purpose, to offer audiophile-standard
performance with exceptional build quality and terrific value for money. But, above all, it is
their sparkling musical abilities that will capture the hearts and minds of everyone who

hears them. That's why we call them ‘Diamond’.
